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Hemorrhoidectomy Post-Operative Instructions
You have undergone an excisional hemorrhoidectomy which is associated with severe pain.  As the local anesthesia which was administered in the operating room wears off you will experience significant discomfort.

To help with this pain I have prescribed two medicines and want you to take warm baths 2-3 times a day starting tonight.  The medicines are:

1. Percocet 

2. Flagyl

I would like you to take a fiber supplement twice a day, once in the morning and once at night.  I suggest either Metamucil or Citrucel.  You should drink atleast 8 glasses of water a day.

You should not allow yourself to become constipated and you should have milk of magnesia in the house in case it is necessary.

Things to be concerned about

1. Severe bleeding

2. Fever greater than 101.5

3. Difficulty urinating

If any of the above occur you should call 725-4888 and talk to the on call surgeon in our practice

You should otherwise call the office and ask for my clinical coordinator Sue for an appointment 3-4 weeks from the date of your surgery.

*** If you think you are running low on pain medicine and might need more, you must call the office Monday-Friday 10 am- 5 pm.  Prescriptions will not be filled at night or on the weekends.
